Course Requirements 

1. Problem Solving Assignments (25%)

Throughout the course you will be given several mathematics-based problems to work on. Three of these will need to be handed in. The format for these problems will be chosen by you, based on our in-class discussion of problem solving and assessment. 
2. Journal (25%)

Beginning September 6th a portion of each meeting will be dedicated to the discussion of a variety of pedagogical/didactical issues (one each week). During the subsequent week you are expected to incorporate this method into your teaching. You are to record your efforts, thoughts, and questions in a teaching journal. You may also be asked to respond to specific prompts either as a take home journal prompt or an in-class quick write prompt. The journals will need to be submitted in their entirety on October 11th and November 29th.  
3. Paper (25%)

Read Experiencing School Mathematics: Traditional and Reform Approaches to Teaching and Their Impact on Student Learning and respond to the following question:

It can be said that when we read a book we read ourselves into the text. In what ways did you read yourself into Boaler's book? Speak about your own teaching practice (past, present, and future) in relation to the book.

A 10 page (double spaced) response is due on November 1st.

5. Participation (0%)
