1. Individual Problem Solving Assignments

In each of the first 8 classes you will be given a problem to work on. These will always be due at the start of the following class. Although it is fully expected that you collaborate with your peers on these problems it is expected that you submit your own solution for marking. For each problem you are to represent both the process you followed to solve it and the final solution.  
2. Group Problem Solving Assignment 

This is similar to the individual problem solving assignments except that you only do one problem and you work on it as a group (of 3 or 4 members) and submit it as a group. The problem will be assigned on May 17th and will be due on July 19th. 
3. Problem Presentation
Every member of the class has to find and share with the class a problem that is interesting and links to Math 8-12 curriculum in some way.
