Course Requirements 

1. Problem Solving Assignments (30%)

Throughout the course you will be given several mathematics-based problems to work on. Three of these problems will be formatted according to our February in-class discussions on problem solving and assessment and handed in on March 13th. Also on March 13th the rest of these problems will be handed in in rough format. 
2. Journal (35%)

Throughout the course you will be asked to record your thoughts and ideas about concepts discussed in this class, as well as experiences within your own classroom. Each entry should be preceded by the date of the entry as well as a title restating the writing prompt. Some prompts may be used more than once. Your entries are meant to reflect YOUR thoughts. There are no correct answers. In fact, sometimes you will not have any answers – only questions. All I ask is that you engage with these entries in a sincere and authentic fashion. These journals can be submitted for feedback at any time. Journals will be due on April 10th.  
3. Paper (35%)

Read Experiencing School Mathematics: Traditional and Reform Approaches to Teaching and Their Impact on Student Learning and respond to the following question:

It can be said that when we read a book we read ourselves into the text. In what ways did you read yourself into Boaler's book? Speak about your own teaching practice (past, present, and future) in relation to the book.

A 10 page (double spaced) response is due on February 20th. 

4. Participation (0%)

Participation is mandatory for this course. This will take three forms – attendance, group work, and involvement in class discussion. If class is missed for either a foreseeable or unforeseeable reason please see me and a makeup assignment will be arranged. A large part of every lesson will involve small group work and whole class discussion. Your involvement in both of these is expected. Learning happens through dialogues not monologues.
