MASTER'S IN SECONDARY MATHEMATICS
Things to Know

Supervisory Committee: 

If you are doing the MSc route you will need to form a supervisory committee. This will be done in conjunction with your supervisor once your course work is complete.  

If you are doing an MEd a supervisory committee of one (Peter Liljedahl) will be formed in your first semester (2011-III). 

Registration:
You must register for at least one course each semester of the program. For the first six semesters the courses you must register for are: Educ 847, Educ 846, Math 603, Educ 845, Educ 844, Math 604 respectively. You MUST be registered for the course by the first class (- 1 week). If you are not registered by the first class (+ 2 weeks) you will be withdrawn from the university. 
Electives:

You pay a full time fee regardless of how many courses you take. As such, feel free to register in electives in any semester. If you are doing the MEd route you MUST complete two electives prior to registering for your comprehensive exams. We will be offering Educ 811 in 2012-III/2013-I as an elective. This is an action research course that will be relevant to both the MEd and MSc students. Although you will register for it in 2013-I classes will run intermittently in 2012-III and 2013-I. You may also register in a directed reading (Educ 705) with one of the cognate faculty.
Directed Readings:

If you wish to do a directed reading for one of your electives be aware that this requires some paperwork. You must approach a potential supervisor with a topic of interest well in advance of registration deadlines. If this supervisor agrees then an agreement will be formalized in the form of paperwork. This paperwork is submitted to the Graduate Programs office by the first day of class (-2 weeks) and THEY will register you into the course. Please note – this is a last course of action. It is MUCH more preferable that you take an elective course on campus. 
Comprehensive Exams:

You can register (Educ 883) to write the comprehensive exams in the same semester that you fulfil all of your course requirements. It is expected that you will all be writing the comprehensive exams in the same 10 day period (exceptions are negotiable). We expect that the cohort to negotiate the best time. The last cohort wrote their exams straddling the Canada Day weekend. See the reading list handout for more details. 

The exam will be 3 questions based on your readings of 5-8 books. Details to follow.

On Leave: (-1 week)
This applies mostly to MSc students. After you are done with your course work, and while you are working on your thesis you must register for Educ 898. There is a great temptation to register on-leave during the semesters in which you are doing your research. There are consequences to this course of action, the main one being that progress slows down. If you wish to pursue this you must negotiate this with your senior supervisor.

Withdrawal and Re-Admittance:

This also applies mainly to the MSc students. It is easy to forget to register for Educ 898 while you are doing your research. If you pass the first day of classes (+ 2 weeks) deadline you will automatically be withdrawn form the university. There is a re-admittance application fee AND your file will be reviewed before you are re-admitted.
